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Richmond County School System Update as of 1/9/25, 5:30 p.m.

(AUGUSTA, GEORGIA) — Since the last announcement issued by the Richmond County
School System (RCSS), the Augusta Emergency Management Agency (EMA) has
recommended that our school system close at 3 p.m. tomorrow. Additionally, the early evening
National Weather Service briefing elevated the winter weather status in our area under an
advisory, increasing the risk of sleet and ice in our area tomorrow evening.

Based on this new information and the recommendation of the Augusta EMA, our schools and
offices will dismiss early on Friday, Jan. 10, out of an abundance of caution. All field trips,
after-school activities, and the district Spelling Bee will be postponed.
