ENTIRE SCHOOL COMMUNITY – TEACHERS, FAMILIES, AND STUDENTS WILL SHARE THE
RESPONSIBILITY FOR IMPROVED ACADEMIC ACHIEVEMENT.

THE COMPACT MUST DESCRIBE HOW THE SCHOOL WILL:

PROVIDE HIGH-QUALITY CURRICULUM AND INSTRUCTION;
HOLD PARENT-TEACHER CONFERENCES, ANNUALLY IN ELEMENTARY SCHOOLS; 

PROVIDE PARENTS WITH REPORTS ON THEIR CHILD’S PROGRESS;
PROVIDE PARENTS REASONABLE ACCESS TO STAFF. 

PROVIDE PARENTS OPPORTUNITIES TO VOLUNTEER; AND
ENSURE REGULAR TWO-WAY MEANINGFUL COMMUNICATION BETWEEN FAMILY MEMBERS AND STAFF, 

TO THE EXTENT PRACTICABLE, IN A LANGUAGE FAMILY MEMBERS CAN UNDERSTAND.
