Located on 15 
wooded acres in suburban Raleigh, the capital city of North Carolina and one of the three cities that comprise 
the Research Triangle, the school draws students from Raleigh, Durham, and surrounding communities. The area 
is home to approximately 2.4 million people, and includes Duke University, the University of North Carolina at 
Chapel Hill, North Carolina State University, and six small colleges.
