Friday, September 19th is nearly here and our parade is ready to begin. All parade participants’ 
lineup positions can be found on the attached lineup sheet.  

Line-up will begin near the High School West Campus parking lot and Jewett Trail at 4:00pm  Please be at 

your spot no later than 4:30 pm.  This will ensure a timely 5:00 pm start.  

Please consider having signage to identify who your group is to the community, as you participate in the 

parade. 

All floats, trailers, and participants in the parade must enter Jewett Trail by way of  Holly Road, to ensure 

you are facing the proper direction. 

For parade participants who are bringing animals or trailers, please remember you are responsible for 

bringing a crew to clean up behind your animals along the parade route.  

**NEW THIS YEAR** Jewett Trail will become a one-way street.  Parade participants MUST enter  from 

Holly Rd beginning at 4:00 P.M.  Again, if you plan to arrive at the parade line-up after 4:00 pm, you MUST 

enter from Holly Rd. to arrive at your space. PLEASE have an appropriate number of adult chaperones to 

assist with your student groups during parade line-up, being mindful of potential traffic on Jewett Trail.  

 

Line-up numbers will be identified with signage along Jewett Trail. Members of the Homecoming 

Committee and Grand Blanc High School's Student Government will be stationed along Jewett Trail to 

assist you in any way possible.  

The parade route will begin in front of Grand Blanc High School West Campus at the north end of the 

parking lot.  The route will be as follows;  Jewett Trail and Bush St. The path will follow left onto Davis St, 

right on Grand Blanc Rd, right onto Saginaw St., right onto Holly Rd. and right onto Jewett Trail. ending 

back at Grand Blanc High School West parking lot.  

*Parade participants who are walking WILL WALK the entire parade route ending at the GBHS West 

 



 

campus parking lot. From here, all walkers should continue to your designated post parade meeting 

place.

*All floats, trailers and motor vehicles in the parade will continue on the designated parade route back to 

the GBHS West Campus parking lot or other arranged finishing location.

Please do not throw candy or other objects into the crowd. This has been implemented with the safety 

of our spectators in mind (especially children). Thank you in advance for your compliance with this 

request.  

Queen’s Court Participants need to return to the  West Campus Bus Loop, return their signs then 

commence to the Queen’s Court Reception.
