Once per school year at the secondary
level, students will watch age-appropriate
video clips and participate in a guided
discussion about depression, suicide, and
what to do if they are concerned about a
friend. Following the video, students will
complete a response slip which asks
whether they would like to talk to an adult
about any concerns, and requests will be
referred to school mental health staff.
