Westhill High School is a comprehensive public high school in Stamford, CT. Stamford, the second largest city in Connecticut, is a business
and corporate center located 34 miles from New York City. Stamford Public Schools’ per-pupil spending for the 24-25 school year was
$21,076. There are 2,047 students enrolled at WHS in grades 9-12, including 548 seniors, and our school employs over 160 teachers. WHS is
accredited by the New England Association of Schools and Colleges, most recently in 2017. WHS offers 29 athletic programs in the Fairfield
County Interscholastic Athletic Conference and approximately 50 student clubs. WHS employs a heterogeneous, open curriculum with no
prescribed tracking system. Over 300 courses are offered, including independent study, volunteer student aide, and senior internship programs.

Grading System

Both an unweighted and weighted rank is calculated for each student (who has attended Stamford Public Schools for at least four semesters),
using the grade point average of the final marks earned in each course, except pass/fail courses and independent study. The unweighted
cumulative GPA is a simple average of all courses in grades 9-12 on a 4.0 scale. The weighted GPA is calculated by adding .05 for each Honors
course and .07 for each AP and ECE course.
