We celebrated the US Constitution and included the 
following activities at each grade level. Students engaged in a variety of activities to celebrate 
and learn about the Constitution: 

●​ Fifth Grade​
Participated in a Reader’s Theater activity focused on the Constitution. 

●​ Sixth Grade​
Mr. Kunkel’s class used Curipod to create a lesson on the importance of federalism and 
how the Constitution establishes a balance of power among the three branches of 
government. 

●​ Seventh Grade​
Explored an interactive lesson connecting the Constitution to Athenian democracy as 
well as Roman influences. 

●​ Eighth Grade​
Took part in a Constitution scavenger hunt, allowing them to explore the key principles, 
ideas, and general structure of the document.
