TIMBER HARVEST

The school forest is set to undergo
a select cut timber harvest this Fall.
This sustainable forestry practice
is part of the school district’s long-
term forest management plan,
designed to promote forest health,
enhance wildlife habitat, and provide
valuable educational opportunities
for students.

A select cut harvestinvolves carefully
removing specific trees to improve
the overall structure and diversity
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This area is overmature aspen that's beginning to degrade overtime. As has been done in other aspen stands,
it's recommended to harvest most trees down to 2 inches in these designated areas to allow sunlight to the
forest floor and regenerate aspen through root sprouting. It's recommended to leave healthy-crowned and
seed bearing red or white oaks where they exist at no more than 1 every 60 feet (Green Paint). Larger pockets
will be marked with purple paint. Smaller pockets won't need purple paint, just orange slashes on take trees.

This area is dominated by mature ash which will be decimated by Emerald Ash Borer soon. Emerald Ash Borer
was observed on the property during recon and will soon kill most all ash trees here. Harvest of all trees down
to 2 inches (including ash) while leaving healthy-crowned and seed bearing red or white oaks where they exist
at no more than 1 every 60 feet (green paint). 1 pocket of nearly pure ash is included in this harvest- the
boundary will be marked with purple paint.
lection/Thinning:

This stand is dominated by mature oak (primarily red, but also some white) with a secondary component of

(red maple, ash, and aspen). All trees to be cut should be marked in orange paint with
2 slashes. Marking will focus on hardwood thinning with an emphasis on the order of removal and crop tree
release. Where overmature and/or degraded aspen, oak, ash, or basswood exist, these will be good
opportunities to harvest a "group". If this occurs on terrain, these groups will be linear, downridge groups.

This stand is mature red pine with some disease ridden trees along its fringe. A red painted line will be placed
around the location identified on the map identifying where the cutting of all trees should seize. This will help
curb the spread of the pine disease through the stand.

This method supports the growth of younger trees, increases sunlight penetration,
and helps maintain a balanced ecosystem. The harvest will be conducted under the guidance of a
certified forester to ensure best practices are followed and environmental impact is minimized. We

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It was a busy summer for School
District of Marshfield students and
staff.

The School District of Marshfield's
six-week Summer School
Program provided both essential
academic support and enrichment
opportunities for students across
all  grade levels. Elementary
programming served 707 students
with a range of offerings, including
art, music, reading, math, Spanish,
coding, outdoor education, and
kindergarten readiness. At the
middle school level, 224 students
participated in courses spanning
one to six weeks, with options such
as photography, theater, reading,
math, fishing rod building, hunter
safety, and music lessons. High
school programming engaged 343
students in both credit-earning

physical education, English, math,
and world languages, as well as
specialized instruction in driver's
education, music, and strength and
conditioning.

The School District of Marshfield
finished the final weeks of summer
programming with Project
Jumpstartand 6" Grade Leadership
Academy. Project Jumpstart is a
two-week summer program for
incoming 1st-6th graders focused
on building confidence and
academic momentum for the new
school year. Through hands-on,
theme-based activities in reading
and math, the program reached a
record enrollment of 151 students
this year.

Our 6™ Grade Leadership Academy
prepared 24 students, selected
from all five elementary schools, for
leadership roles in the upcoming
school year. Participants built
essential skills through team-
building and interactive activities,
which they carry back to their home
schools to support positive student
engagement throughout the year.
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Staff in the School District of
Marshfield are proud to offer
these opportunities to keep
students learning, growing,
and thriving all summer long.
