On Tuesday, October 7, all students in grades 9 through 11 will participate in PSAT testing at
Northview High School. The PSAT serves as a valuable tool in preparing students for the SAT
and provides important data to support academic planning. Additionally, Fulton County
Schools utilizes PSAT results as a universal screener; therefore, participation is mandatory
ke A for all students in these grade levels.

Additional Information: Students who remain on campus after testing will have access to academic support activities,
including recovery, remediation, help sessions, and study hall for work completion.
