We encourage our students to be focused, enthusiastic
and active participants in learning for the good of the GPHS community
and the community at large. There are currently 1721 students enrolled
for the 2025-26 school year with 77 classroom teachers. Glacier Peak
has a 95.8% rate of students who graduate in 4 years.
