TOPS

ALLOWED:

e T-shirts, polo shirts, long sleeved
shirts, button up shirts, sweaters,
jackets and hooded sweatshirts

e School appropriate logos may be on
shirts

TOPS MUST HAVE SLEEVES AND
COVER THE TORSO, STOMACH,
BACK AND SIDES AT ALL TIMES

NOT ALLOWED:

e Tank tops, cut off t-shirts, crop
tops, and half shirts are not allowed

e Shirts that expose the midsection,
have low cut necklines and/or are
made of see through material are
not allowed.

e Shirts that promote violence,
include hate speech, profanity,
inappropriate/illegal images are not
allowed.

e Rips, tears and/or holes in shirts are
not allowed.

PANTS/BOTTOMS

ALLOWED:

e Long pants, shorts, capri-style
pants, overalls and skirts are
permitted.

e Jeans, athletic shorts, leggings and
sweatpants are permitted.

e Shorts must be appropriate length
to not expose buttocks or
undergarments.

e All pants must remain at the waist.

NOT ALLOWED:
e Lace pantyhose and fishnet
stockings are not allowed
e At no time should a student’s
undergarments be visible.




SHOES

ALLOWED: NOT ALLOWED:

e Sandals, if worn, must be
closed-toe with a heel strap.
