
Title I District-School Parental Involvement Policy 
 
PART I.

B.  The school/district will provide materials and training to help parents to work with 
their children to improve their children's achievement, such as literacy training and using 
technology, as appropriate, to foster parental involvement, by; 
 
  ​ - Providing evening clubs for families to become familiar with curriculum and how 
to help students at home.
