We understand that the parish grounds offer solace, inspiration, and space for
reflection, prayer, and exercise. To maintain a welcoming environment for all, please
follow the posted guidance. In the coming months, you will see changes to the grounds
made possible by generosity at the 2025 Spring Gala of Eden. This support enabled
quick action on key projects.

Fencing around school property is a top priority for safety at the Diocesan level, A
6-foot steel fence will be installed on the upper field, extending to cover the back of the
school property and fully enclose the play areas bevond the St. Joseph’s Center. A 4-
foot fence will be installed on the median, right past Luke Strong Drive.
