Dear Parent/Guardian:

The Salinas Union High School District is pleased to announce that by October 16, 2025, all
schools in the district will begin using the Raptor Visitor Management System to

strengthen campus safety for students and staff. A key part of maintaining a safe learning
environment is knowing who is on campus at all times, and Raptor helps us achieve this.
This system will allow us to screen visitors, contractors, and volunteers more effectively,
creating a safer environment for everyone.

As outlined in Board Policy 1250, all visitors must register as soon as they enter any school
building or grounds during school hours. With the Raptor system, visitors will be asked to
present a government-issued ID (such as a Driver’s License), which can be scanned or
manually entered into the system. For those without a U.S. government-issued ID, staff can
manually enter another form of identification.

The Raptor system checks only one database: the national registry of registered sex
offenders. No other data from your ID is collected, stored, or shared with outside agencies.
Once cleared, visitors will receive a printed badge displaying their name, photo, date, and
purpose of visit. Visitors who simply drop off items or pick up paperwork will not need a
badge, but they will still be asked to provide identification.

By screening visitors against national and state databases, Raptor provides real-time alerts
for potential concerns and maintains accurate visitor records to support emergency
response and accountability. This system helps ensure a consistent, secure process across
all campuses. Raptor is being used in over 43,000 schools in the U.S. as of 2024. PR
Newswire+1. Raptor is trusted by 60,000 schools in 55 countries. It's also used in over
5,300 U.S. K-12 school districts.

The safety of our students is our top priority. We appreciate your support and cooperation
as we implement this important security measure.

El Salinas Union High School District se complace en anunciar que, para el 16 de octubre de 2025,
todas las escuelas del distrito comenzaran a utilizar el Sistema de Gestion de Visitantes Raptor

para fortalecer la seguridad del plantel escolar para estudiantes y personal. Un aspecto clave
para mantener un entorno de aprendizaje seguro es saber quién esta en el plantel escolar en todo
momento, y Raptor nos ayuda a lograrlo. Este sistema nos permitira evaluar a visitantes,
contratistas y voluntarios de forma mas eficaz, creando un entorno mas seguro para todos.

Como se describe en la Politica 1250 de la Mesa Directiva, todos los visitantes deben registrarse
inmediatamente al ingresar a cualquier edificio o recinto escolar durante el horario escolar. Con
el sistema Raptor, se les pedira a los visitantes que presenten una identificacién oficial (como
una licencia de conducir), que puede escanearse o ingresarse manualmente en el sistema. Si no
tienen una identificacion oficial de EE. UU,, el personal puede ingresar manualmente otra forma
de identificacion.

El sistema Raptor solo consulta una base de datos: el registro nacional de delincuentes sexuales
registrados. No se recopila, almacena ni comparte ningun otro dato de su identificacion con
agencias externas. Una vez autorizados, los visitantes recibiran una credencial impresa con su
nombre, foto, fecha y proposito de la visita. Quienes simplemente dejen articulos o recojan
documentacion no necesitaran credencial, pero se les pedira que presenten una identificacion.

Al analizar a los visitantes con bases de datos nacionales y estatales, Raptor emite alertas en
tiempo real sobre posibles problemas y mantiene registros precisos de visitantes para facilitar la
respuesta ante emergencias y la rendicion de cuentas. Este sistema ayuda a garantizar un
proceso uniforme y seguro en todos los planteles escolares. Raptor se ha utilizado en mas de
43.000 escuelas en EE. UU. desde 2024. PR Newswire+1. Raptor cuenta con la confianza de 60.000
escuelas en 55 paises. También se utiliza en mas de 5.300 distritos escolares de educacion
primaria y secundaria en EE. UU.

La seguridad de nuestros estudiantes es nuestra maxima prioridad. Agradecemos su apoyo y
cooperacion en la implementacion de esta importante medida de seguridad.
