SAN BERNARDINO RESTORATIVE YOUTH COURT

Youth Court is an alternative approach to the traditional
discipline system where students who violated
Education Codes have the option to participate in Youth
Court in lieu of suspension or expulsion. 

Youth court is under the supervision of Positive Youth
Development and involves student respondents (your
student) and volunteers in various judicial roles but with
a restorative focus that is quite different from a
traditional court room. 

Youth court empowers students to rebuild their
reputation, repair harm and gain a better understanding
of themselves and others.

Site Meetings with a Case Carrier
who manages progress in the
Youth Court Intervention
Once intervention is complete,
the student and family
participates in a Youth Court Re-
entry process (Completion can
take up to 60 days).

 El Tribunal Juvenil es una alternativa al sistema disciplinario
tradicional, donde los estudiantes que han violado los Códigos
Educativos tienen la opción de participar en el Tribunal Juvenil en
lugar de ser suspendidos o expulsados del Distrito Escolar.

Este programa está bajo la supervisión del departamento de
Desarrollo Positivo Juvenil. Aquí participan tanto los estudiantes que
deben presentarse como  estudiantes voluntarios que desempeñan
diversas funciones judiciales. Todo ello con un enfoque restaurativo
muy distinto al de un tribunal tradicional.

La meta del Tribunal Juvenil es dar a los estudiantes la oportunidad de
recuperar su reputación, reparar el daño causado en la escuela y
aprender de sus errores. También les ayuda a conocerse a sí mismos y
a relacionarse de manera más positiva con los demás.

Career Tech school for the upcoming academic year
