CIP Goal III - Prioritizing Safety 
Safety and security remain the foundation of all we do at SEDOL and are a central focus of Goal
III, Objective C in our Continuous Improvement Plan. As the school year began, several important
steps were taken to ensure our schools were prepared to keep students and staff safe:

Training: Over 400 SEDOL staff members received training on the Standard Response
Protocol (SRP), ensuring consistent and effective responses to emergencies.
Implementation: The SRP is now in place at all SEDOL campuses and administrative offices
Updated Planning: SEDOL’s Emergency Operations Plan (EOP) has been revised to align with
FEMA guidelines and formally incorporate the National Incident Management System (NIMS)
and the Incident Command System (ICS).
Crisis Response Tools: A refreshed Crisis Response Flip Chart now provides staff with clear,
quick-reference steps during emergencies.
Collaboration: SEDOL continues active participation in the LCSMART initiative, a countywide
effort led by the Lake County Regional Office of Education to strengthen coordinated crisis
response through shared services.

These proactive measures reflect SEDOL’s ongoing commitment to fostering a safe and secure
learning environment for every student and staff member.
