• i-Ready is an online program for reading and mathematics that will help 

your student’s teacher determine your student’s needs, personalize their 
learning, and monitor progress throughout the school year. i-Ready allows 
your teacher to meet your student exactly where they are and provides 
data to increase your student’s learning gains. i-Ready consists of two 

parts: Diagnostic and Personalized Instruction.

Homework is important to each student’s educational 
experience:

• Reinforce skills taught in the classroom
• Provide the student with an opportunity for independent practice

• Study classroom materials
• Explore and master skills more thoroughly than class time allows

• Encourages responsibility, study skills, and self-discipline

•Homework will be given Monday through Thursday. 
•School board policy 10 minutes per grade level
•Make-up Work: For every absence, the student is 
allowed 2 school days.
