- Plan, and coordinate in conjunction with the Acting Principal, or their designee, the practice and game
schedule for the season.

- Instruct and mentor student-athletes, emphasizing personal development, academic achievement, and
positive behavior on and off the court.

- Promote team cohesion, sportsmanship, discipline, and respect both within the team and when
interacting with opponents, officials, and fans.

- Monitor and maintain the physical and mental well-being of all players, ensuring a safe and healthy
environment.
