The Canonization of Saint Elizabeth Bayley Seton

In 1975, Mother Seton was officially proclaimed a saint in Rome. Believe it or not, Sister Margaret Ann was at
the canonization Mass for our school’s patron, so here’s a description of what happened in Rome half a century
ago. According to Sister Margaret Ann, the (metaphorical) atmosphere was filled with excitement and awe as
millions gathered to experience this sacred once-in-a- lifetime event. There were so many attendees, the organizers
of the Mass couldn’t fit everyone in Saint Peter’s Basilica (which, at 561 feet wide, is one of the largest churches in
the world) so it became the first outdoor canonization Mass ever held. Even the choir came out! The (literal)
atmosphere was warm and sunny, perfect for the Mass.

According to our wonderful first grade teacher, Pope Paul VI came on to the balcony, everyone fell silent as he
proclaimed the words “Blessed Elizabeth Bayley Seton is a saint.” The feeling was like... Well, I'll tell you what
Sister said exactly: “You know when you wake up on Christmas morning?...That’s what it felt like.” What are the
odds that an attendee of the holy canonization Mass of our patron saint is now here at our fine school? (probably 1
out of 2,96025.) The date September 15th, when Saint Elizabeth Seton was named a saint five decades ago will
forever be remembered in the legacy of our 215-year old school.

Now, if you are wondering who Mother Seton is, I'm
going to tell you a little bit about her. Mother Seton was
born in New York on August 28, 1774. She had one sibling;
her name was Catherine Seton, and she was two years
younger than Mother Seton. Mother Seton married William
Seton at age 19. She had five children: Anna Maria,
William, Richard, Catherine, and Rebecca.

Mother Seton lived in New York until she was thirty-
three, then moved to Baltimore, Maryland, in 1808 at the
age of thirty-four. In 1809, she moved to Emmitsburg,
Maryland, at the age of thirty-five. Mother Seton died on
January 4, 1821.

Now you might be wondering what canonization really is
—and if you're not, well, I will tell you anyway.
Canonization is the official process in the Roman Catholic
Church where a deceased person is declared by the Pope to
be a saint, formally recognizing them as a holy figure.
