JAZZ BAND: The jazz band is an advanced-skills

materials will be available in November and can be found in the band room. Additionally, students must be members of the curricular music program except for
guitar and piano.

PIT ORCHESTRA: The pit orchestra provides live musical accompaniment for the school’s spring musical. The instrumentation changes yearly, depending upon
the musical production's requirements. Once the instrumentation requirements are known, they will be advertised to the students. To join the pit orchestra, students
should express their interest to Mr. Kahalehoe. Depending upon the show's needs and student interests, Mr. Kahalehoe will determine if an audition is necessary.
