Steps being taken to correct the situation: Per the water system and the NHDES, the chlorine feed will be
turned off to determine whether the filter media alone is effective at filtering iron and manganese.
Raw and filtered iron and manganese samples will be collected in September after disconnecting the
chlorine feed and permanent action will be determined between the system and the NHDES.
