How it works in the office:

Tests

o Tests will be given at the end of each unit. Each test will be worth 100 points and will contain questions that
are worth 1-5 points each. You must follow directions and show work for each problem to earn full credit.

e  Cumulative test will be given at the end of each quarter. This will be worth 100 points and will contain
questions from the entire quarter material covered and entered in the test category.

e  Tests are written to be FINISHED in given time frame. Students will NOT be given extra time to complete
the test. It must be finished in the time allotted.

e Ifyou are gone when the test is scheduled, you should set up a time and expect to take it the NEXT DAY
when you return.

e An extra credit test question is asked at the end of each unit for a chance to earn 2% bonus
on your test.
