Increasing student attendance has been a top priority at 

Yoncalla High School since our return from COVID. Over 

the last few years, staff has been working hard to make 

connections and build relationships with students and 

families along with celebrating attendance growth and 

recognizing students for their hard work.  

 

At the beginning of November, we had our first attend-

ance celebration of the year and were able to recognize 

97 students for having attendance at 90% or above with 

an Ice Cream Sundae Bar. This was a major celebration. 

We purchased 17 half-gallons of ice cream and we ran 

out! This was the largest Ice Cream Sundae Bar we 

have had since we started doing this two years ago and I 

am so proud of the attendance gains students and fami-

lies continue to make.
