BOOKS, SCHOOLOGY, POWERSCHOOL 
 

 Field Biology textbooks will be available through a 
class set that will be kept in the classroom. These 
books can be checked out as needed by the students. 

 PowerSchool is the official gradebook of WFHS. 
 Schoology is the official LMS (learning management 

system) for WFHS. Daily lessons, unit information, and 
assignment drop boxes will all be hosted on Schoology 
and accessible by students using their iPads.

TECHNOLOGY POLICY

ABSENCES 
 Any work missed during an excused absence(s) must be made up. 
 You will have a grace period for completing work from absences: the same number of days to make up the work as the 

number of days you were absent. 
o When turning in your work, write “absent” at the top. 

 If you are missing class due to a vacation or a field trip, it is your responsibility to obtain the work you will miss prior to 
the day of the absence.  

 If an assignment/project is due on the day you will be absent due to a field trip or vacation, you must still complete it 
and turn it in on the due date or earlier. 



 

 You are responsible for getting your assignments from Schoology and Ms. Johnson before you leave or the day you 
return. 

 Missing work from an absence will be marked as a zero and missing in PowerSchool until the work is completed and 
turned in. Once the work is completed, grades will be updated with NO PENALTY to scores. 

 Missing work from an absence will not be accepted once the Unit has been completed. 
 Please refer to the WFHS policies regarding attendance for further information. 

COURSE WORK 

Graded Assignments – Homework – Quizzes (50% of your grade) 
 All graded assignment due dates will be posted on Schoology and the Daily Slides. 

o Majority of assignments must be uploaded to Schoology. Both paper and digital assignments are expected to 
be submitted on Schoology unless otherwise stated. 

o Due dates will most often be the next block of class. 
 Parents and Students – please stay up to date with assignment submission deadlines and status using Schoology. Use 

PowerSchool to stay up to date with current grades and missing graded assignments. 
 Homework will be work that is not completed during class time. It will be the students' responsibility to manage time 

within their school day to complete work and seek help if necessary. 
 

 Late Work – will be accepted until the end of the unit. The end of the unit is the day we complete our culminating 
summative assessment – such as a unit test and/or lab. 

o Grading Late Work: Late work will be graded and entered to reflect in PowerSchool as soon as possible. 
Priority to current assignments will be given to make sure that there is timely feedback for the most recent 
work completed by students. If you want to stay updated on status for assignments that have been turned in, 
check Schoology. Once there is a grade for the late assignment, it will be updated in PowerSchool. 

Summative Assessments (50% of your grade) 
Unit Tests 

 Question types are multiple choice and written response. 
 If you are absent on a test day, you need to schedule a time with Ms. Johnson to take the test.  

o Open blocks, before or after school, WIN time. 

Labs 

 Labs are a required part of your grade and must be completed.  
 If you are absent on a lab day, you need to schedule a time with me to complete the lab. 

o Open blocks, before or after school, WIN time. 
 Labs will be completed on paper and turned in in-person during class, not uploaded to Schoology. Labs are a 

summative assessment, so expect longer grading times. 

Semester Exams 

 You will have a semester exam at the end of semester 1 and semester 2.  
 The final exam will be 100 multiple choice questions.  
 These exams will be graded and recorded on Q2 and Q4 grades.
