School Facility Conditions and Planned Improvements

Acalanes High School, originally constructed in 1940, has undergone multiple modernization projects. The most recent
occurred in 2016. The buildings and grounds are in acceptable condition considering their age. Acalanes High School provides
a safe and clean environment that effectively caters to the needs of its student population. The large gymnasium roof was
replaced, and a new ventilation system was added in 2021. Between 2022 and 2023, renovations were carried out on the roofs
of the administration and kitchen/cafeteria buildings and three HVAC units in the 100 buildings. In addition, the stadium turf and
track have been successfully upgraded. Modernization projects are scheduled to occur in 2028 and 2029.

Acalanes High School offers a diverse array of Career Technical Education (CTE) courses designed to help students prepare
for college and career opportunities. CTE programs receive funding from the Acalanes Union High School District and the
Contra Costa County Office of Education through the Regional Occupation Program (ROP). Funding for ROP comes from
State of California CTE grants. All CTE courses are academically focused and provide students with training essential for
college and career success. District-approved courses of study provide a framework for the courses, and the courses align with
California’s model curriculum standards for CTE. The core leaders for CTE in the Acalanes Union High School District are
Zachary Baroni, Acalanes Center for Independent Study (Engineering and Architecture); Jason Dukes, Acalanes High School
(Transportation); Steve Boone, Campolindo High School (Engineering and Architecture and Transportation); Jill McTaggart,
Las Lomas High School (Hospitality, Tourism and Recreation); and John Grigsby, Miramonte High School (Health Science and
Medical Technology). AUHSD and ROP staff regularly evaluate the District's CTE courses. Through the County ROP advisory
committee, CTE teachers receive input and guidance from leaders in various industry sectors.

Our comprehensive safety plan, most
recently reviewed and updated in January of 2024, includes procedures for a range of emergencies, including fire, shelter-in-
place, and lockdown situations. These protocols are practiced regularly throughout the school year, ensuring that everyone on

campus is prepared in the event of an emergency. Our campus is closely monitored by security personnel and administrators
throughout the day, and all visitors must register and wear identification badges. We collaborate closely with local police and
fire departments to coordinate safety efforts and ensure a secure learning environment.

Beyond physical safety, we cultivate a respectful and inclusive school climate. Each year, we review and reinforce our
expectations for student conduct, emphasizing our core values of respect, responsibility, and kindness. These values, along
with detailed behavioral guidelines, are outlined in the student handbook and thoroughly reviewed with students during our four
academies at the start of each school year. Acalanes maintains a zero-tolerance policy for hate speech and discrimination.
Any incidents are addressed swiftly and seriously, utilizing restorative practices to foster accountability and understanding while
supporting affected individuals. Open communication is vital to maintaining a safe and supportive environment. We encourage
students, staff, and parents to report any concerns promptly through various channels, including designated staff members,
online reporting systems, and our anonymous tip line. This multi-faceted approach reflects Acalanes' commitment to creating a
safe, inclusive, and supportive learning environment where every student can thrive.

We also receive significant support from our Athletic Boosters, who fund team equipment, tournament fees, and major facility
renovations. The Acalanes Performing Arts Boosters contribute to the vibrancy of our arts programs by supporting
extracurricular activities like musicals, plays, concerts, and educational trips. This collective effort, along with parent
contributions that support field trips and other enriching experiences, ensures that Acalanes students have access to a well-
rounded education that fosters academic excellence, personal growth, and a lifelong love of learning.
