Scheduling: Pembroke High School utilizes a seven
day rotating schedule. There are seven periods for
classes, with six periods meeting each day (one
period rotates out each day). Students are enrolled
in full year courses (4 credits), semester courses (2
credits). PHS students must enroll in at least the
equivalent of six courses per semester.
