Course Description:

- Human Geography provides learners with an overview of world geography, focusing on
physical and human characteristics, human-environment interactions, and the movement
of people, goods, and ideas. This course is open to all grade levels but is designed for
underclassmen.

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Course Objectives:

Students will know, understand, and be able to apply how to:

Use geographic tools to identify absolute and relative locations and explain why location
matters in understanding world regions.

Explain how humans interact with their environment by depending on, adapting to, and
modifying it, and evaluate the positive and negative effects of those interactions.
Analyze how the movement of people, goods, ideas, and technologies shapes connections
and interdependence between regions of the world.

Examine the physical and human characteristics that define regions, identify their formal
and informal boundaries, and explain how these boundaries affect people and places.
Read, analyze, and interpret geographic texts, data, and visual sources to construct
explanations, support arguments with evidence, and communicate ideas clearly through
both writing and discussion.

Classroom Expectations:

Be ready - Come to class on time, prepared to learn with all materials, and ready to give
100%. You are expected to bring required materials to class every day (charged iPad,
notebook, pencil, homework, etc).

Be respectful - Respect each others’ ideas, space, and belongings. Be respectful of the
instructor, classmates, and yourself.

Be responsible - You are responsible for your behavior, attitude, and schoolwork.
Complete assignments on time, prepare for quizzes and tests, and do your personal best
with a positive attitude. If you have accommodations (copies of notes, extra time on
tests, etc.), it is your responsibility to let me know and ask for assistance

Follow school rules —no cellphones, food or drink (water in a sealed container is
allowed), the full list of school policies are posted on Schoology

Hold high expectations of yourself — Everyone does everything. Pay attention, participate
in class discussions, try your best on assignments, ask questions, and work until the bell
rings.

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Academic Policy:

All assignments must be completed and turned in to receive credit. Late assignments will
be listed as a zero in the gradebook until turned in.

Assignments are due at the beginning of the following block unless otherwise directed.
All assignments missing or submitted after the end of their respective unit or grading
period will be marked as a 0 in the gradebook. Exceptions are limited and at the
discretion of the teacher.

Cheating of any kind, including plagiarism, will not be tolerated. Cheating will result in a
zero for the assignment, quiz, or test. Other consequences will vary based on the severity
Use of Al to complete assignments unless otherwise given permission by the teacher is
strictly prohibited, and will result in a zero for the assignment.

This class allows test retakes. Retakes must be scheduled outside of class and will be
allowed for up to two weeks following test grades being released unless the grading
period ends within that timeframe. You are responsible for scheduling a retake with the
teacher. One retake is allowed per test.

Attendance:
