Suggested revision  

1. Self-assessment – complete the check lists to identify what could be in the 

exam and areas to focus on 

2. Flow charts/ timelines – recreate these or add information and images to make 

them memorable. This could be done with post-it notes and using the key words 

and facts. 

3. Key words – define these and write practice sentences including them. Grade 7-

9 students should aim to use these with the associated practice questions. 

4. Key facts – Revise and self-test recall of these facts an hour later.
