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ABOUT THE NATIONAL MERIT PROGRAM: More than two-thirds (about 34,000) of the high scorers on the PSAT/NMSQT exam will be
designated Commended Students. More than 16,000 of the high scorers, representing less than 1% of the nation’s high school graduating seniors, will
qualify as Semifinalists. Only Semifinalists will have an opportunity to advance in the competition for Merit Scholarshipe awards.
