Driver Education Requirements and Information

CLASSROOM INSTRUCTION

The Faribault Driver Education pragram is approved by the Minnesota
Department of Public Safety and is taught by certified licensed
instructars. Intended primarily for district residents, this class is for
participants who are 15 years old before the last dass of the session.
Online registration is preferred,

REQUIREMENTS

e Must be 14 in order to take the class. However you must be 15 to
take the permit test with the state.

o Must be preregistered, Preregistration includes payment for the
class, plus signing up for the session of your choice.

« You must be in attendance for the first class session. If you miss
for any reason, you will need to enroll in the next available class.

e Special needs requests: If your student receives special
education services through Faribault Public Schools and may
need supplementary aides and services to access and participate
in Driver's Education, please contact the student's case manager
at the High School ta setup an IEP megting to make a
determination if services are required. If you have further
guestions or concerns, contact the office of Special

ervices at 507-333-6004,

TIME

¢ State law requires that. each student completes 30 hours of the
classroom portion of Driver Education. Qur classes last far three
hours, on a ten day schedule.

e Classroom js offered at various times throughout the school year.
Check the bulletin board in the front entry of FHS or online for
classroom offerings.

« During the schoot year, classroom sessions are held after
school from 3:30 PM to 6:30 PM.

e During summer months, classroom sessions are offered from
8 :00 AM to 11:00 AM or 12:30 PM to 3:30 PM.

« If school is canceled, so is your Driver Education Class.

BEHIND-THE-WHEEL INSTRUCTION

The six-hour Behind-the-Wheel experience |s scheduled upon
completicn of the Classroom session and passing the permit test.
Students are scheduled for Befiind-the-Whee| Instriction vear-round,
Following six hours of instruction, a certificate of completion card
anables students to take the road test,

REQUIREMENTS

= Only after passing the permit test can one be scheduled for Behind-
the-Wheel instruction,

« If students do not pass the permit test inltially, all subseguent
tests are done at the Driver Exam Station 507-332-7985.

» State law requires 6 hours of Behind-the-Wheel instraction,
LESSONS

» Remember to bring your permit every time, Failure to have your
permit with vou when taking Instruction will resuit In not being
ahie to drive that day. An additional cost of $50 per hour for
missed instruction must be paid before the student can complete
Bei‘grrd-the—'v\-‘heeh Mo white card will be issued untll payment Is
maie.

= Onece you've agreed to your scheduled lesson times, missed
lessons will cost you $50 per hour, unless due to an emergency,

COST

e Driver Education costs are $435. Costs can break down to two
ayments, $165 at registration and $270 before classes start. ]
a¥ment in full is required one week prior to class start date. If payment is

not received one week prior to class, registration will be canceled and a
drop fee will be applied prior to refunding your deposit.

» The cost for taking Classroom elsewhere, then taking BTW sessions at

Faribault Public Schools is $310.

COURSE COMPLETION

« A blue card or letter of course completion will be issued upon
successful course completion.

« Students must be registered in the Behind-the-Whee| portion of Driver
Education before they can be issued a blue card. The Driver
Education Coordinator will register students for Behind-the-Whee|
during the last half of the class session. Students must pay for the
entire program hefore sign-up.

s Students will take the permit test at the FEC,

s Students must have the following items to take the permit test: blue
card, official birth certificate, secondary ID or SSN card.

s If one day s missed during the class, it is the responsibllity of the
student to malke up that specific day during ancther class session
before a blue card is Issued.

¢ Students may repeat the class once without paying an additional
fee if their absence from class was due to an iliness or a family
emergency.

o Only after passing the permit test can a stuclent be scheduled for
Behind-the-Wheel instruction.

TIME

= Students may elect to take Behind-the-Whesl Instruction during
the school year or during the summer.

« Most after school lessons constst of four 90 minute sessions, ALC
and home-schooled students will be allowed to take Behind-the-
Whee| insiruction during the day {outside of thelr cassreom hotirs)
when an Instrector s avallable,

= Summer students will receive 6 hours of Behind-the-Wheel
instruction in & weekdays,

« 1 schaol Is canceled, so s your Driver Education (BTW) session.

COURSE COMPLETION

« Once the student has completer six hours of Behind-the-Wheel
instruction, they will be issued a white card from thejr
instructor, The white card must be presented to tha examiner
bafore taking the road test,

the Diriver Exam Station 507-332-7985 on Mondays or Tuasdays,

**Plaase keep your white card in a safe place where you won't
lase it A duplicate will be issued by calling the Driver
Education Coordinator 507-210-5703, Allow a minimum of five
working days from the time of the request, to be issued a new white
card, Cost is §10 for a duplicate card.
