Elizabeth Public Schools students earned 198 perfect scores on either the 
New Jersey Student Learning Assessment (NJSLA) or the New Jersey 
Graduate Proficiency Assessment (NJGPA) during the Spring 2025 
administration of the two tests.

There were 85 who achieved a perfect score in English Language Arts, 16 who 
achieved a perfect score in Mathematics, and 6 who achieved a perfect score 
in Science on the NJSLA. Additionally, there were 91 who achieved a perfect 
score in English Language Arts on the NJGPA.

There were 187 students who earned 198 perfect scores, including four third 
grade students who earned perfect scores on NJSLA in ELA and Math, one fourth 
grade student who earned perfect scores in NJSLA ELA and Math, one eighth 
grade student who earned perfect scores in NJSLA ELA and Math, and five 
eleventh grade students who earned perfect scores in NJGPA ELA and Science.

All students who achieved a perfect score on NJSLA and NJGPA will be 
recognized for their outstanding accomplishment on October 29 at the 
Thomas G. Dunn Sports Center. 
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
