For newly
accepted graduate students, please provide acceptance letter.

A Two-Page Essay using MLA format (sample attached). This includes Times New Roman in 12-point font,
double-spacing, 1” page margins on 8.5” by 11” paper, and %" indent for new paragraphs. Essays must be
typed in a Microsoft Word document or equivalent. Please answer one of the following prompts according to
your current education level:
