Therefore, most recipients are leaders who go above and beyond their peers
to improve themselves and to make a difference in the lives of others. Most recipients engage in endeavors

that demonstrate their independence, initiative, courage, personal discipline, strong work ethic, commitment
to community service, leadership qualities, ability to confront challenges, and pursuit of academic

excellence. This is a $30,000 scholarship, and students do not need to attend a college/university in VA. After
nomination, the selected student must complete an online application with short essay questions, submit a

transcript and a letter of recommendation from the principal.

pdf document should be no larger than 25 MB.  Applicants or their parents MUST email me at
virginiajcisenatescholaraship@gmail.com for specific mailing instructions for hardcopy applications.

Since 1992, SVEC has offered scholarships to high school seniors in the
region we serve. A student’s parents or guardians must be members of

SVEC whose primary residence is in the Valley, and the student must
attend a high school located in the counties or city served by the

cooperative. Scholarships are valued at $2,000.
Scholarships are intended to be awarded to students for the fall
semester following their high school graduation, and funds are

expected to go toward the intended career path outlined in a student’s
application. SVEC’s scholarship committee will consider situations on a

case-by-case basis.
Initial judging criteria are the quality of essay provided by the student

and three letters of recommendation, with the intent of these
documents to provide the committee to better know the student

applying. Further review is then conducted of the applicant’s
school/community activities, financial need and the quality of the

applicant’s high school course load and performance.

Applications for the 2026 scholarship program are due 4:30 p.m. Friday, Jan. 30, 2026.
