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Middle and Senior School Curriculum

All students from Grades 6-10 follow the International Baccalaureate Middle Years Programme, a rigorous and inquiry-based course of study that 
develops the critical and creative thinking skills necessary for success in the IB Diploma and world of work.

Grade 10 students are also required to create their own personal development experience of two weeks designed around experiential and/or service 
learning outcomes, potentially including opportunities for service and/or work experience internationally or locally.

In Grades 11-12, ICS offers different paths for students, including the International Baccalaureate (IB) Diploma Programme. Students can enrol in and 
complete the Programme either at full Diploma or individual Courses level. Our teachers and career counsellors ensure that each student is ready for 
the next steps in their university and career.

Learning Beyond the Classroom

ICS offers a wide range of opportunities for students to develop their leadership skills, pursue their passions, and engage in meaningful experiences. 
Through the Duke of Edinburgh’s International Award programme, students challenge themselves with personal goals, while Service as Leadership 
provides avenues to make a difference in the community. Those interested in global issues can participate in Model United Nations (MUN), while the 
Arts Club, led by Grade 11 students, offers a creative outlet. We also host TEDx events to inspire innovation, and our Theatre Productions — including 
musicals and plays — allow students to shine on stage.
