your book with fluency and familiarity.

Represent your research anyway you 
wish. You may want to draw a picture 

and write some simple facts, create an 
information poster or even type some 

simple sentences about what you have 
discovered.

Go on an adventure around our locality 
and spot / take photos of features such 
as the park, shop, police station, fire 

station, library, mountain, lake, school. 
Discuss these landmarks and what they 

are used for, what can we find there and 
who could we find there?
