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PHILOSOPHY AND RATIONALE

The philosophy of the San Benito Consolidated Independent School District concerning academic
achievement, promotion, and retention is based on the recognition that each

student is an individual. Therefore, when considering promotion or retention, attention must be
given to all aspects of the student’s development in order to accommodate individual needs and to
promote the full development of the learner’s potential.

Careful monitoring shall occur at every grade level to ensure mastery of the Texas Essential
Knowledge and Skills (TEKS). Each student should progress to the level of scholastic achievement
expected for the assigned grade. The student’s achievement or lack of achievement should be made
known to parents by the teacher of record.

It is recommended that procedures for early identification of students who are failing to make
satisfactory progress be established. It is necessary to ensure ongoing review of students who
encounter difficulty are identified and not permitted to continue without academic acceleration.

TEXAS ESSENTIAL KNOWLEDGE AND SKILLS

The District shall establish instructional objectives that relate to the Texas Essential Knowledge and
Skills (TEKS) for grade-level subjects or courses. These objectives shall address the skills needed
for successful performance in the next grade or next course in a sequence of courses.

Assignments, tests, projects, classroom activities, and other instructional activities shall be designed
so that the student’s performance indicates the level of mastery of the designated District objectives.

To ensure compliance with Board policy, these guidelines should be reviewed in conjunction with

Board policy EIA(LOCAL). These guidelines are intended to clarify Board policies, not to duplicate all
policy requirements.

PARENT COMMUNICATION AND PROGRESS MONITORING

Adequate explanations concerning the philosophy and purpose of report cards will be made.

At the end of the first three weeks & six weeks of a grading period, a progress report must be sent
home for every student. Progress reports are intended to inform parents about their child’s
academic status.



Parent-teacher conferences are strongly encouraged as a means of discussing and reviewing
students’ strengths, needs, and academic progress.

Any time during a grading period that a student is in danger of failing, the teacher must make a
documented contact with the parent by speaking with them on the phone, meeting in a conference,
or sending written communication such as email. The Branching Minds platform will be used to
document all parent contact relating to the possibility of retention.

The teacher will provide frequent monitoring of student progress, as per Rtl, and upon subsequent
evaluation, if the deficiency has not been remediated, the student will be retained as per LOCAL

Policy EIE.

Parents and guardians will be provided strategies to use in helping their child succeed.
(Appendix I-A, 1-B)

GUIDELINES FOR GRADING

Grades should reflect the student’s academic achievement and acquisition of grade level TEKS.
A. Teachers are to maintain student’s grades and progress on the district’s electronic grade book

(Skyward).
B. Teacher grade books are auditable documents and are to be maintained digitally by network
services.
C. Final grades for the school year are to be maintained in the student’s cumulative record.
D. Diagnostic Instruments are not to be taken for a grade.

E. Grades are to be updated (posted and published) on a weekly basis and must be named with
standard and skill specificity and be aligned by grade level Ex. (7.2A Classifying Rational
Numbers).

F. Each teacher’s grade book should contain a minimum of two (2) numerical grades per week in
Mathematics, Science, Social Studies, and four (4) numerical grades for Reading and Language
Arts 2 Reading, 1 Language Arts / Grammar, 1 Writing. There should be a minimum of 18
grades per nine-week period.

G. Atleast one (1) letter grade per week for Fine Arts, Health, Physical Education, Technology,
and Conduct (See Appendix I-C — Learner Characteristics for Elementary Conduct).

H. All students shall be given an opportunity to redo the assignment after reteaching if he/she
received a grade below 70 in any assessment or major class assignments. In this case, the
highest grade a student can earn will be a 70.

l. Students in 1st grade shall not have story/selection read to them after the completion of the 1+ term (Dec.
20). Students shall read comprehension test and all other reading selections independently for grading
purposes unless documented IEP / IAP.

EXPLANATION OF MARKS

Pre-Kindergarten
Achievement or progress shall be reported for pre-kindergarten as:

E — Excellent (a student who is exceeding expected development)
S - Satisfactory (a student who is developing at expected level)

N - Needs Improvement (a student who is experiencing difficulty)
U - Unsatisfactory <69

Kindergarten - 5" Grade
Defining progress as movement toward mastery of the TEKS as required by the laws of the State of
Texas, the following grading scale applies:

90-100 Excellent Progress

80-89 Good Progress

75-79 Meets Expectations

70-74 Needs Improvement
0-69 Unsatisfactory

Mastery of the skills necessary for success at the next level shall be validated by assessments that
may either be incorporated into units or final exams or may be administered separately. Mastery of
at least 70% of the objectives shall be required. (EIE LOCAL)

E, S, N, and U will be used for Handwriting, Health, Fine Arts, Physical Education, Conduct, and
Technology. If a numerical basis is needed to arrive at these grades, the following values will be
used:

E 90-100 Excellent Progress S 80-89 Satisfactory

N 70-79 Needs Improvement U <-70 Unsatisfactory

MAKE-UP WORK AND LATE PROJECTS

Students shall be expected to make up assignments, projects, and tests after absences. Students
shall receive a failing grade for any assignment, project, or test not made up within an allotted time.
A student shall be responsible for obtaining and completing the make-up work in a satisfactory
manner and within the time specified by the teacher. A reasonable amount of time for completion of
an assignment will be established by the teacher.



PROGRESS REPORTS AND REPORT CARDS

Progress Reports will be sent every three (3) weeks of the nine-week grading period to give written
notice to a parent of a student’s performance. The Progress Report will include a time that teachers
are available for a parent/teacher conference. (EIA LEGAL)

Report Cards will be sent out every nine (9) weeks. Comments on report cards should be positive
and supportive. Specific concerns should be dealt with by means of conferences.

The campus administrator must retain a record verifying the parent's acknowledgment of the
required Progress Report and/or Report Card. (EIA LEGAL) All Progress Reports and Report Cards
for each grade level must be submitted for campus administrator review prior to the day report cards
are sent home.

All campuses will offer electronic Progress Reports and Report Cards in grades Pre-K to 5" Grades.

Parents may access current student data, including grades, by visiting the parent portal under
Skyward on the SBCISD website. Exclusive login/password information shall be obtained in the
school office.

A copy of the final Report Card for all students shall be kept on file in the student’s cumulative folder
(permanent record) as documentation of promotion or retention.
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TUTORIALS

A student whose grade in a subject for a reporting period is lower than the equivalent of 70 on a
scale of 100 is required to attend tutorials (before school, after school, or Saturday school). [See EC
for provisions on loss of class time.]

Transportation services may be provided to accommodate students who are required to attend
tutorials and who are eligible for regular transportation. Education Code 29.084 (EHBC LEGAL).

Students at all grade levels who have been identified as being At-Risk of dropping out of schooal,
who are not performing at grade level, or who did not perform satisfactorily on a state-mandated
assessment, shall be provided accelerated and/or compensatory educational services based on
needs assessment. The principal shall ensure that each identified student is receiving services.
(EHBC LOCAL)

RE-TEACHING

Re-teaching will occur in any area where a student has not demonstrated mastery. Re-teaching will
be required only for students not mastering concepts specifically identified in the TEKS,
assessments, or major class assignments. Planning for re-teaching shall be documented in the
teacher’s lesson plans, as appropriate. When re-teaching must occur, it must be accomplished with a
different instructional strategy from the original presentation, such as:

. tutoring, and/or
. structured group activities
. other assignments as assigned by the teacher

Students will be provided a reasonable opportunity to redo an assignment or retake a test for which
the student received a failing grade, however, the highest mark shall be a 70. (EIA LOCAL)

PROMOTION AND RETENTION

In grades 155%™, promotion to the next grade level shall be based on a grade of 70 or above on a
scale of 100 based on course-level, grade-level standards (Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills) in
three of the four following subject areas: Reading Language Arts, Mathematics, Science, and Social
Studies. (EIE LOCAL)



The following indicators may be used (as appropriate) to verify that the student has mastered the
necessary TEKS in subject areas:

Students must be provided the following to ensure grade level academic success:

Multi Tiered System of Support (MTSS) - RESPONSE TO INTERVENTION (RTI)
Response to Intervention (RTI) is a multi-tier approach to the early identification and support of
students with learning and behavior needs. The RTI process begins with high-quality instruction and
universal screening of all children in the general education classroom. Struggling learners are
provided with interventions at increasing levels of intensity to accelerate their rate of learning.
Students who are having consistent academic difficulties in the classroom, as well as students whose
screening data shows gaps in understanding, should be entered into the Rtl process and
interventions should begin. The RTI committee, which includes the teacher, will plan interventions
that broaden instructional options and maximize achievement for the student.
Records/documentation of the intervention plan and activities should be documented in the district’s
online management system (Frontline) and must include the following:
= Documentation of RTI committee meetings
= Parent contact logs
= Intervention/strategy recommendations
= Time/duration and length of the intervention(s)
= Progress monitoring data that will show academic gains for each student
= Fidelity checks of instructional delivery Parents must be notified when a student receives an
intervention (SB 1153) and should be given:
= a reasonable description of the assistance that may be provided to the child, including any
intervention strategies that may be used,
= information collected regarding any intervention in the base tier of a multi-tiered system of
supports that has previously been used with the child,




= an estimate of the duration for which the assistance will be provided,
« the estimated time frames within which a report on the child’s progress with the
interventions will be provided to the parent.

ATTENDANCE

A student in any grade level from Pre-Kindergarten through grade 12 shall not be given credit or a
final grade for a class unless the student is in attendance 90 percent of the days the class is offered.
(FEC LEGAL)

A student who is in attendance for at least 75 percent but less than 90 percent of the days a class is
offered may be given credit or a final grade if the student completes a plan approved by the
school’s principal. (FED LEGAL)

If a student petitions for credit, the campus Attendance Review Committee shall review the student’s
entire attendance record and the reasons for absences and shall determine whether to award credit
or a final grade. (FEC LOCAL).

STUDENT PROMOTION EVALUATION COMMITTEE

For promotion to the next grade level, students will need to have completed the requirements
outlined in this grading handbook.

A Student Promotion Evaluation Committee (SPEC) will be formed when retention is recommended.
The student’s teacher must submit documentation to the principal that RETENTION of the student is
appropriate and is based on the student's academic record. Appendix I-D

1. The Student Promotion Evaluation Committee (SPEC) will review all documentation, then
will decide if the student should be promoted or retained.
2. The parent will be contacted and notified if the student will be retained.

In an effort to reduce the number of students that are retained, [EIE, LOCAL][EHBC, LEGAL], the
school must complete required assessments, correctly identify students’ needs, and provide
intensive reading/math instruction using an appropriate research-based reading/math program
(RTI).

SUMMER SCHOOL

Supplemental services will be provided through a combination of local and categorical funds for
students who do not meet promotion requirements. Students must have a documented Response to
Intervention (Rtl) with a minimum of one grading period of interventions. Students must attend
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summer school and maintain a 70% or above average to be considered for promotion to the next
grade level. In addition, students must meet attendance requirements during summer school. (It is at
the home campus administrator discretion to place a student in subsequent grade level.)

GRADING ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES
Student

1. To complete assigned work on time and return it to the teacher.

2. To plan to carefully schedule work on long-term assignments so that assignments
will be completed on time.

3. To communicate with the teacher when he/she does not understand the assignment
or is experiencing difficulty prior to due date.

Parent/Guardian

1. To establish a specific time, place, and manner for homework to be completed.

2. To provide the supplies and materials necessary to complete homework.

3. To monitor as needed, but not do homework for the student.

4. To assist the student in planning a time schedule for long-term assignments.

5. To monitor Skyward Family Access and initiate communication with the teacher
when concerns arise.

Teacher

1. To provide meaningful tasks that enrich and supplement work introduced in class.

2. To communicate homework assignments, both regular and long-range, in an
appropriate framework.

3. To provide effective instruction prior to assignment homework that adequately
prepares the child to do the task independently and successfully.

4. To provide course requirements and expectations at the beginning of each grading
period to students and parents.

5. To consider available resources, materials, and home situations when assigning a
task.

6. To review and return homework to students within a timeframe which enhances
instruction and provides a benefit to the student.

7. Teachers will update district electronic gradebooks on a weekly basis.

HOMEWORK GUIDELINES

Homework assignments are necessary to provide enough time for students to master subject matter
and complete long-term projects. Homework should be purposeful, adjusted to the level of the
individual child, and related to specific objectives. Assignments should provide practice on skills
already taught or prepare students to begin a new topic or part of a course.
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1. If the homework is to have value, its purpose and relation to what has been learned in the
classroom must be clearly understood by the student.

2. Sufficient explanation must be given so that students know WHAT they are to do, understand

HOW to do it, realize WHY they are doing it, and are MOTIVATED to complete the

assignment.

The homework assignment must pertain to previously taught skills.

The homework assignment must extend the student’s knowledge of TEKS.

Homework assignments must be adapted to individual needs.

Homework assignments must be reasonable in view of the student’s home resources.

Homework assignments must be properly evaluated, and feedback must be provided to the

student. Homework is NOT to be recorded as a grade in the grade book.

Documentation of homework assignment must be referenced in the lesson plan.

9. Homework should be an integral part of the classroom activities; it should never be busy work
nor construed to be punishment.

10.Homework assignments should be avoided immediately before holidays or major special
events.

11.Recommended homework time for Pre-K, K-2 is 30 minutes per night and 60 minutes per
night for grades 3-5.

In summary, if homework is carefully examined and constructed as a meaningful part of learning, it
can be another step in the direction of bringing the school, the student, and the community closer
together in a common interest for quality education.

CUMULATIVE FOLDER (PERMANENT RECORD)

A student’s cumulative folder (permanent record) of a school year should be prepared carefully and
professionally.

= Information on the front (student’s legal name, grade, teacher’s name, etc.) will be typed
or printed.

= All entries must be in BLACK INK; absolutely no red ink or correction fluid.

= Errors must be crossed out with a slash (/) and initialed over an entry.

Teachers will place cumulative report stickers at the end of the academic year. The teacher of
record will sign to confirm the students promotion/retention status.

In District Transfers: If a student transfers from one San Benito elementary campus to another
during the school year, grades and attendance from both schools shall be averaged to determine
final yearly averages for the permanent report card.



Out of District Transfers: If a student transfers from another school in the state of Texas, grades
from both districts shall be averaged to determine final yearly averages for the permanent report
card. Grades will be entered into Skyward.

Out of State Transfers: If a student transfers from an out of state campus, the principal will use

reasonable standards to make grading/promotion decisions. Students must be in attendance in San
Benito CISD for a minimum of 50% of the nine weeks grading period in order to be awarded credit.

ACADEMIC DISHONESTY

Students found to have engaged in academic dishonesty shall have a failing grade recorded for
assignments or tests with no opportunity for retesting and shall be subject to disciplinary penalties in
accordance with the Student Code of Conduct. Academic dishonesty includes cheating or copying
the work of another student, plagiarism, and unauthorized communication between students during
an examination. The determination that a student has engaged in academic dishonesty shall be
based on the judgment of the classroom teacher or another supervising professional employee,
taking into consideration written materials, observation, or information from students. (EIA LOCAL).

SPECIAL SERVICES

SPECIAL EDUCATION SERVICES

Students receiving Special Education support will follow the SBCISD grading/retention procedures.
Any necessary deviations will be determined by the ARDC and will be documented in the student’s
Individual Education Plan (IEP). The student’s Individual Education Plan may include
accommodations/modifications that enable the student to successfully meet the district’s
grading/grading procedures. All students in Special Education will receive a standardized district
report card. Grades must be entered into the Online Grading System (Skyward). Numerical grades
will be used for all students that are enrolled in grades K — 12th.  Instructional
accommodations/modifications for students in Special Education must be followed as determined by
an ARDC. If a student’s grade is derived without following the required
accommodations/modifications outlined in his/her IEP, the grade is invalid and a new grade must be
determined after accommodations/modifications are in place. Implementation of
accommodations/modifications is the responsibility of the General Education teacher and/or the
Special Education teacher. Campus administrators and Special Education administrator shall monitor
the implementation of the accommodations/ modifications.

In addition to the district report cards students in the Special Education program must receive an IEP
progress report every grading period reporting on academics, behavior and/or instructional/ related
services as determined by the student’s goals and objectives.
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All students, regardless of their instructional placement, must have a schedule in Skyward that

is aligned to the schedule in general education. The Skyward schedule must match the Schedule of
Services in the student’s IEP. It is the expectation that all students will be taught on grade level TEKS
regardless of their instructional setting. Students who are significantly lower than their grade levels
should be taught at their functional grade level and build upon progress from that level.

The ARD Committee determines, on an individual basis, the need of instructional accommodations
/modifications. The accommodations/modifications apply to daily work assignments, homework,
tests and grading techniques, not the calculation of the final grade.

If a child is receiving special education services and is not earning passing grades, the failure should
be addressed and documented by special education/general education teacher(s). if a student fails a
course in a grading period, an Admission, Review and Dismissal (ARD) Committee must convene to
consider the reason(s) for failure and possible IEP modifications.

Lesson Plans should reflect accommodations/modifications as implemented for students with an
Individualized Education Plan (IEP). Documentation in lesson plans should be in accordance with
FERPA requirements.

DYSLEXIA/ SECTION 8504

The Section 504 Committee determines, on an individual basis, the need for instructional
accommodations. Section 504/Dyslexia guidelines for accommodations will be followed. Monitoring
of these guidelines is the responsibility of the regular education teacher, dyslexia teacher, campus
administrators, and Campus Section 504 Coordinator. If a student’s grade is derived without
following the required accommodations outlined in his/her Individual Accommodation Plan (IAP),
the grade is invalid and a new grade must be determined after accommodations are implemented.
Students in Section 504 will follow the SBCISD grading/retention procedures. Any necessary
accommodations will be determined by the Section 504 committee and will be documented in the
Individual Accommodation Plan (IAP). All students in Section 504 will receive a standardized district
report card.

EMERGENT BILINGUALS

In assessing English language learners (ELLS) for mastery of the essential knowledge and skills, the
District shall be flexible in determining methods to allow the students to demonstrate knowledge or
competency independent of their English language skills in the following ways: (EIE LOCAL)

. assessment in the primary language
. assessment using ESL methodologies
. English Language Proficiency Standards (ELPS) required by 19 TAC, Chapter 74,
Subchapter A, §74.4
. assessment with multiple varied instruments (See EHBE LEGAL)
. TELPAS (Texas English Language Proficiency Assessment System)

ENRICHMENT

Enrichment activities should be designed to extend skills in logical thinking, strategic reasoning,
estimation, mental arithmetic, and problem solving. Enrichment activities should not be

additional work (busy work) or harder problems that expand upon the ideas presented in the
traditional curriculum. NWEA MAP Data along with other data may be used to drive targeted /
differentiated instruction.

Enrichment activities can be provided using learning centers, grouping within the classroom, class
projects, individualized programs, and flexible grouping. Other examples appropriate for enrichment
activities include independent research projects, games that require the use of strategies or higher-
level thinking skills, and logic problems that require students to recognize patterns and apply
sequencing skills. 2" — 5% grade students will be responsible to track their academic progress via data
tracker.

Talking with teachers on a regular basis about performance, homework assignments (asking
for help, if necessary), and notifying the school in writing when the student is going to be
absent.

Supporting teachers in their efforts by encouraging strong study habits,

reading for pleasure, and exhibiting positive behavior.

Supporting the school and school system rules for student behavior and ensuring that the
student is following the rules.

Reading to and with the student daily and providing a variety of reading materials in the
home.

Asking the student each day about school, learning, and homework.

Supervising the student during homework.

Limiting the amount of time spent watching television or playing video games.

Taking family trips to museums, libraries, cultural events, etc.

Becoming involved in school activities and be a member of at least one school organization.
Providing and updating the school with current information, including telephone number,
address, immunization records, previous school reports, etc. All information should be

provided that might affect the student’s ability to learn or to behave.
