Dear Baldwin Community,

If you wisit the Library this Movember, you will see a new addition
to our arbwork: a mosaic of an underwater scene. This was
completed with the help of the Baldwin community working with
aLong lsland artist. Similar to the murals that were created last
year with a group of Baldwin students, | think that this masaic is
emblematic of the community’s investment in the Library.
We have so much to be thankful for, in large part due to
the input you have shared and the trust you have put in us.

We are pleased to announce that our renovated second
floor should be open by early 2026. This first phase includes
a much larger Teen space, a maker space, a gaming room, a
recording studio, a second large community room, several
individual and small group study rooms, and more.

The next phases of the project will reimagine the lower floors
of the building, from the Reference area to the Children’s
Room. We will do our best to keep disruption of services to

a minimurm, though some will be inevitable and we apologize
in advance for any iInConvenience you may experience. We
are sure that it will be worth it in the end.

As a reminder, we are lucky to be part of a strong consortium
that allows Baldwin residents to check out almost all materials

In addition, we offer a robust collection of online services,
including eBooks, downloadable audiobooks, eMagazines,
streaming media, and research databases.
