Schoolwide Program

The Tully C. Knoles (TCK) School Plan for Student Achievement (SPSA) has been developed in
accordance to the Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA) and is aligned to Lincoln Unified School
District's 2025-2026 Local Control and Accountability Plan (LCAP). This year's school plan will
include four goals based on data collected from the 2024-2025 school year. Each goal is aligned
with identified areas for improvement and are as follows:

Goal 1: The percentage of grade 3-8 students meeting or exceeding standards in English Language
Arts will increase by a minimum of 15%.

Goal 2: The percentage of grade 3-8 students meeting or exceeding standards in Math will increase
by a minimum of 10%.

Goal 3: The percentage of English Learners (EL's) demonstrating overall proficiency on the
Summative English Language Proficiency Assessment for California (ELPAC) will increase by a
minimum of 10%.

Goal 4: Increase student engagement by decreasing the chronic absenteeism rate in addition to the
overall number of student suspensions by 10%.

This plan will continue to be a living document, modified and updated as needed to support the
needs of the Tully C. Knoles School community including students, families, and staff. Data will be
shared with all stakeholders within the TCK School community, and input will be collected
throughout the school year.

Surveys

During ELAC, SSC, PTSA, staff meetings, student leadership and library council, both formal and informal surveys were
collected to obtain student, parent, and teacher/staff input. These surveys included the Youth Truth Survey in addition to
a needs assessment given to both teachers and staff at the beginning of this school year. Members of ELAC and PTSA
were also given an opportunity to provide input during meetings held in August and September. A summary of these
surveys demonstrates a basic concern overall with student safety and a need for consistent practices amongst individual
classrooms and the school as a whole when addressing behavior and student engagement.

Classroom Observations
This section provides a description of types and frequency of classroom observations conducted during the school-year and
a summary of findings.

Teachers were scheduled to be observed quarterly by administration. In addition, classroom walk-throughs were to be
conducted on a weekly basis by both the principal and assistant principal. However, feedback was not provided
regularly, and when it was, it was not given in a timely manner. Most teachers reported observations were often
cancelled, and when they did occur, they did not receive a formal, written observation.

District wide professional development and trainings were provided to all teachers and tied to state and district priorities
with a specific focus on curriculum alignment for English Language Arts.

Sufficiency of credentialed teachers and teacher professional development (e.g., access to instructional materials training

All teachers meet our state requirements for teaching. Also, in accordance to the Williams Act, all teachers and students
have access to the district's adopted, standard aligned curriculum for both general and special education.

Staff are engaged with assessing student performance both formally and informally on a regular basis. Ongoing
professional development continues to be provided in accordance to the school's and district's plan to improve student
achievement.

Ongoing district-provided/endorsed PD in both Wonders (ELA) and HMH (Math)

Teachers collaborated, and continue to collaborate, with grade level peers every Monday, both at the site and district
level. Collaboration time is focused on curriculum alignment and development of common formative assessments. In
addition, this school year, teachers and administration will meet every 5-6 weeks for data review sessions focused on
analyzing data and instructional practices.

Teaching and Learning

District adopted curriculum and materials are used in every classroom, TK-8, and are in alignment with state standards.

Our school adheres to the district's recommended instructional minutes. Additionally, students who are in need of
additional support/ intervention are provided individualized instruction provided by our Title | teacher and staff or a
special education teacher in accordance to their IEP.
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Lesson pacing schedule (K-8) and master schedule flexibility for sufficient numbers of intervention courses (EPC)

A master schedule is developed each school year reflecting required daily instructional minutes for students in grades K-
8. Lesson pacing and interventions are taken into consideration with developing a master schedule. The goal is to
increase the exposure to content and curriculum during the instructional time.

In accordance with the Williams Act, all students have available standards-based instructional materials both in hard
copy and digital format. Additionally, all students have one-to-one digital access.

All curriculum and materials are district adopted and standards- aligned. Intervention materials are provided by Wonder
Works and HMH Into Math. Reading intervention at the Tier 3 level consists of Orton Gillingham strategies, materials,
and curriculum.

We need to increase the academic achievement of all of our students, as the number of students
meeting or exceeding standards in English Language Arts only increased by 4% according to results
of the 2024-2025 school year. Achieving grade-level reading proficiency is essential for students to
move from learning to read toward reading to learn. When students in the early grades lack a strong
foundation in the first four elements of reading—phonics, phonemic awareness, fluency, and
vocabulary—they are more likely to struggle with the fifth element, comprehension. The Common

Also, due to a district-wide iniative to align curriculum and assessments,
subs were not readily available for teachers looking to attend professional development during the
school day. However, this iniative should have a positive impact on our 2025-2026 test scores.

Dialogue has
led to skills and mindset preparation for students promoting 8th grade and transitioning into high
school as we've seen an overall increase in the number of 8th graders promoting to Lincoln High
School. Unfortunately, last year, we did not gain a second school counselor until October. Shortly
after, we lost our other counselor which left staff no choice but to cancel the annual career fair.
FACES mentorship continues to positively impact school climate, by establishing an additional
trusted adult on-campus. Having a designated staff member to support attendance, including
making phone calls, conducting home visits, and celebrating successes has helped to strengthen
school-family connections but has not resulted in a reduction in chronic absenteeism.

The LEA shall partner with stakeholders (including principals and other school leaders, teachers, and
parents) to locally develop and implement the CSI plan for the school to improve student outcomes,
and specifically address the metrics that led to eligibility for CSI (Educational Partner Involvement).

The CSI plan shall:

1. Be informed by all state indicators, including student performance against state-determined
long-term goals (Goal, Identified Need, Expected Annual Measurable Outcomes, Annual
Review and Update, as applicable);

2. Include evidence-based interventions (Strategies/Activities, Annual Review and Update, as
applicable) (For resources related to evidence-based interventions, see the U.S. Department
of Education’s “Using Evidence to Strengthen Education Investments” at
https://www2.ed.gov/policy/elsec/leg/essa/guidanceuseseinvestment.pdf);

3. Be based on a school-level needs assessment (Goal, Identified Need, Expected Annual
Measurable Outcomes, Annual Review and Update, as applicable); and

4. Identify resource inequities, which may include a review of LEA- and school-level budgeting, to
be addressed through implementation of the CSl plan (Goal, Identified Need, Expected Annual
Measurable Outcomes, Planned Strategies/Activities; and Annual Review and Update, as
applicable).

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Additional Targeted Support and Improvement
A school identified for ATSI shall:

1. Identify resource inequities, which may include a review of LEA- and school-level budgeting,
which will be addressed through implementation of its TSI plan (Goal, Identified Need,
Expected Annual Measurable Outcomes, Planned Strategies/Activities, and Annual Review
and Update, as applicable).

Single School Districts and Charter Schools Identified for School Improvement

Single school districts (SSDs) or charter schools that are identified for CSI, TSI, or ATSI, shall
develop a SPSA that addresses the applicable requirements above as a condition of receiving funds
(EC Section 64001[a] as amended by Assembly Bill [AB] 716, effective January 1, 2019).

However, a SSD or a charter school may streamline the process by combining state and federal
requirements into one document which may include the local control and accountability plan (LCAP)
and all federal planning requirements, provided that the combined plan is able to demonstrate that the
legal requirements for each of the plans is met (EC Section 52062[a] as amended by AB 716,
effective January 1, 2019).
