TRC was retained by Fairfield Public Schools to conduct limited asbestos bulk sampling of 

targeted building materials at the district’s schools noted to have more extensive damage as 

reported in the most recent six-month periodic surveillance.  

 

As part of Fairfield Public Schools’ due diligence, TRC conducted asbestos bulk sampling to 

determine if further response actions are necessary or if such noted damaged materials may be 

removed from the asbestos management plan. 

 

Limited Asbestos Bulk Sampling 

 

On October 29, 2025, TRC representative Mr. Hugh Crundwell, a State of Connecticut-licensed 

asbestos inspector (CT License #001178), conducted limited asbestos bulk sampling in 

accordance with the United States Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA), Asbestos Hazard 

Emergency Response Act (AHERA), and the National Emissions Standards for Hazardous Air 

Pollutants (NESHAP) protocols. Please refer to Appendix A for Asbestos Inspector 

License/Accreditation. 

   

Bulk samples of suspect asbestos-containing materials were collected, properly transferred using 

chain-of-custody forms, and submitted to TRC’s State of Connecticut Department of Public 

Health (CTDPH) /National Voluntary Laboratory Accreditation Program (NVLAP) accredited 

laboratory for analysis via polarized light microscopy (PLM) with visual area estimate (vae) 

techniques (EPA 600/R-93/116). Please refer to Appendix B for Laboratory Accreditation. 

 

The following suspect asbestos-containing materials were sampled during this limited inspection: 

 

1. Riverfield Elementary School – 12”x12” blue floor tile/associated mastic 

2. Stratfield Elementary School - multiple-color 12”x12” floor tile (white, yellow, green, 

light blue, red, orange, gold, peach, dark blue, and lavender color) /associated mastics 

3. Tomlinson Middle School – 12”x12” beige floor tile/mastic 

4. Fairfield Ludlowe High School – 12”x12” pink, purple, green, and blue floor tile/mastics 

5. Fairfield Warde High School –Linoleum sheet flooring (red, green, grey, beige, and 

yellow color)/associated mastics
