Talk with your student if they’re feeling unwilling or anxious about school

school every day helps students feel better about school and themselves! 
Regular attendance contributes to a sense of belonging, social development, 
reading proficiency, better test scores and higher graduation rates.

Missing 
even 2 days per month over the course of the school year can affect 
your student’s academic, social and emotional success.

You must notify the school when your student is absent. Parents/guardians have up to two 
school days after the student returns to school to resolve a marked absence.
