Shawnee Mission South High School will be administering the Pre-ACT
Assessment to ALL FRESHMAN on Wednesday, October 15, and Thursday,
October 16, during the school day. An adjusted schedule will be followed on
both days, with Advisory running from 10:20-11:30 a.m. (70 minutes).
