MIDDLE SCHOOL ATTENDANCE EDUCATION LESSONS

In collaboration with the Appleton Police Department and Outagamie County Youth and Family
Services, AASD middle schools will be providing Attendance Education Lessons for students and
their families beginning on November 7th. Families may receive a letter as determined by the school
site’s attendance team once their student reaches five unexcused absences. A student is
considered habitually truant if they are absent from school without an excuse for part or all of
five or more days on which school is held during a semester. With the letter, the family will be
asked to attend a meeting with the school to develop a plan for attendance. Part of that plan will
include a requirement for the student and family to participate in an Attendance Education Lesson,
which will be held at each middle school monthly. Information will be shared and discussed
regarding attendance requirements, state law, school obligations, the importance of attending
school, and available resources to improve attendance.
