ATTENDANCE OFFICE. ATTENDANCE OFFICE EARLY LEAVE PROCEDURES 
Please follow the procedures below if your student will need to be released from school early. 
 OPTION 1 – Write a note for your student with name, ID number, birthdate, time to be dismissed and reason for leaving 
early (i.e., doctor or dental appointment, personal, religious reason, etc.) and have the student bring it to the Attendance 
Office before school starts, or by nutrition at the latest and the student may return to the Attendance Office at nutrition or 
lunch to pick up the early leave pass. 
 OPTION 2 – You may send an email to attendance@ghctk12.com before 10:00am with the student’s name, ID number, 
birthdate, time to be dismissed and reason for leaving early (i.e., doctor or dental appointment, personal, religious reason, 
etc.) and the student may pick up their early leave pass from the Attendance Office at nutrition or lunch. If the student is 
unaware of the early leave, please indicate that in the email. 
For both option 1 and option 2, the student will show the early leave pass to the teacher at the appropriate time and will 
then be able to exit the campus through the Main Office building on the Kingsbury Street side of campus. 
 OPTION 3 – Come to the entrance of the Main Office building on the Kingsbury side of campus to fill out a request form for 
your student and the student will be summoned from the class to meet you at the front desk. This option can sometimes 
take 15-20 minutes so please allow for this in your schedule. 
PLEASE NOTE:  Unscheduled student pick up requests cannot be accommodated at the front desk between 2:45 p.m. and 3:20 p.m. 

During that time, our staff is preparing for dismissal duties. Early leaves during that time will need to be submitted to the 

Attendance Office using option 1 or 2 above. Also, please keep in mind that students are NOT permitted to leave campus during gap
