
Semester Exam Waiver 
 

Sharyland ISD secondary students have the opportunity to earn a semester exam waiver, in any course,  

by meeting the established criteria outlined below. Qualification for the waiver will be determined from  

current grades and attendance in Skyward. * 

 

Criteria for Exam Waiver 

1. Academic Performance: Minimum grade of 85 
 

2. Attendance Requirements: 

High School  

○ Term Classes: No more than two absences per term  

○ Year-Long Classes: No more than four absences per semester 

Junior High School 

○ No more than four absences per semester      

Important Notes: 

● Qualification for the waiver will be determined from current grades and attendance recorded in 

Skyward. * 

● Students must be present during semester exams, regardless of their waiver status. 

● If a student is absent during a semester exam, the waiver opportunity will be forfeited. 

● In the case of absence during an exam, the teacher will enter an incomplete ("I") for the 

student’s final grade. 

● Upon returning, students will have one opportunity to take the semester exam only if the 

absence(s) was/were excused. 

*Students and their parents are encouraged to periodically check their attendance records and notify their 

teacher and campus attendance personnel if they believe their class attendance was recorded incorrectly.
