In a Transitional Early Exit Bilingual Program model, the amount of English instruction increases as students develop their first language from grades PK-5. In grades
PK/K, subjects are taught in Spanish to enhance the development of cognitive academic language proficiency (CALP). However, a vital ESL component should also be
implemented. The time allotted to developing listening, speaking, reading, and writing in English increases with each grade level, as does the time allotted to developing
academics or content-based English via ESL research-based methodology. The following charts depict the targeted progression of language use for students at each grade
level in WISD and the current progression of language use due to staff availability.
