
Indonesia E-Visa Guide 

E-VISA STEP BY STEP GUIDE 

Please have the following items ready and available before starting the application: 

• Photo of your passport page with your photo and personal information saved as 
a jpg, jpeg, or png. 

• Current photo taken with your phone from the chest up. You may need to crop 
the photo so that from the top of your head to your chin is between 50-60% of 
the photo.  

• Return flight itinerary saved as a PDF 
 

To get started with your visa application for Indonesia: 

1. Visit the official e-visa website for Indonesia: https://www.imigrasi.go.id/ 

2. You may need to have the page translated to English by clicking on the “EN” 
button in the top right corner. 

3. Scroll down on the page until you see the section circled in red. Click on the 
Electronic Visa to start the application. 

 

4. After clicking on “Electronic Visa” your page should look like the next image. 
You can see there are 3 steps to the e-visa application. Start by clicking the 
orange “Apply” button.

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5. The first part of the application requires some general information. Click the 
down arrow in each box and enter the following: 

Box 1: Traveling on a passport from: United States of America or Country your  
passport originated from 

Box 2: Main Purpose of visit to Indonesia: General, Family or Social 

Box 3: Sub purpose of visit: Tourism, Family visit, and Transit 

Box 4: I want to explore & choose a visa: B1 – Tourist (Visa on Arrival) 

Box 5: Planning to stay: 30 days 

     

6. Then, click on the orange “Detail & Apply” button to move to the next step. 
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The white box below will pop up and explains the type of visa you are applying for. 
Make sure it is the B1 – 30 Days. This visa will give you access to enter and exit 
Indonesia throughout your cruise. 

 

7. Upload Section: 
 
• Passport page 
• Current photo of yourself 

The screenshots below have more detail on the parameters for the two photos (See 
blue boxes on the right side of the screen)  

If the image you uploaded isn’t accepted, you will need to retake the picture and 
upload it.  

8. Once both images are uploaded and accepted, click the blue “Next” button. 
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9. The next part of the application has 3 sections: 
• personal information – date format is day/month/year 
• passport information - date format is day/month/year 
• address in Indonesia:  

Box 1: Residence Type – OTHERS 

Box 2: Address -  Oceania Cruises Regatta at Port of Bali 

Box 3: Postal Code – 80222  

Once you fill in the first three boxes, the rest of the boxes will automatically 
populate. 
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10. You will need to upload a PDF of your return flights so the Government knows 
when you will be departing from Indonesia/returning home. You will not need to 
upload a support document since you have already added your passport 
information. Once you add your email, the next step will be to make the 
payment. 

 

 

 

11. Final step: Enter your credit card information. The fee in US dollars is 
approximately $32.00
