Tremont Montessori students in grades K-7 do
not need to participate in School Choice to
continue enrollment at Waverly Montessori.

If you would like to explore other options,
students currently at Tremont Montessori will
also receive first priority for available seats at
all other schools during the School Choice
application process.

In addition to current Tremont students who will move
to the Waverly building, current Waverly students who
want to stay at this location will be able to enrollin
available seats.

All current 8th graders across CMSD will continue to
be supported in making a high school choice.

Special education single classrooms will still be
offered at multiple schools in every region. Families
whose children are in these specialized classrooms

will get additional outreach and support to enroll.
