SPSA Development

The SPSA is a cyclical process that relies on previous year data to drive changes to goals, implementation, and
assigned funding.

We gathered stakeholder input at the March 14, 2025 ELAC meeting as well as with each stakeholder group.
The LCAP The template for the SPSA is updated to reflect adopted LCAP goals in the spring.

As data becomes available through the spring and summer, the SPSA goals are evaluated from the previous year,
goals are set or adjusted, and implementation actions are developed.

Educational partners approve and finalize SPSA in the fall.

e Student Academic Success — Prepare students for college and careers
through high-quality
Instruction.

e Mental Health & Engagement — Support student wellness and school
culture.

e Family & Community Engagement — Strengthen partnerships for
academic and behavioral success.

e Conditions for Learning — Ensure equitable access to teachers, materials,
and facilities.



Key Needs

® Academics: Strengthen early interventions and targeted approach to skills

® English Learners: Focus on LTEL monitoring and integrated EL supports.

e Math: Expand in-seat remediation and increased access to Algebra 2 and dual
enrollment math.

e College/Career: Strengthen CTE, AVID, and dual enrollment pathways with emphasis
on outcome for students with disabilities and English Language Learners.

e Wellness: Improve attendance and student connectedness.

e Professional Development: Broaden collaboration through PLTs and AVID WICOR to
create a guaranteed and viable curriculum that is based on rigor and supports

e Reduce absenteeism and enhance student connectedness

e Teach digital literacy and policy around Al and plagiarism
