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HEROES
Chief Joseph
Also known by 
his native name, 
Hinmatoowyala-
htq’itwas, Chief 
Joseph was a 
leader of a band 
of the Nez Perce 
people. He was 
born in 1840 and assumed leadership 
in 1871. War broke out between the 
Nez Perce and the United States soon 
thereafter. To prevent further blood-
shed, Chief Joseph tried to move his 
people to Canada, but they fell short. 
Chief Joseph surrendered, and his 
people were forced to settle in Okla-
homa. He died in 1904 and is remem-
bered for his efforts to broker peace 
and protect his people. Read more
