Our program provides students with multiple opportunities to earn nationally recognized 
certifications that strengthen employability in law enforcement, public safety, fire/EMS, 
emergency management, and unmanned aircraft operations. 

 

Type II IRC (Primary Credential) 

• FAA Part 107 Remote Pilot Certificate​
 Federal certification authorizing graduates to operate small unmanned aircraft systems (sUAS) 
for commercial and government applications, including law enforcement and search-and-rescue 
missions.

Dual Enrollment College Courses (CCV) 

Students have the opportunity to earn up to six college credits through the Community College 
of Vermont (CCV) while completing the program. 

• Introduction to Criminal Justice (CRJ-1010)​
 Foundational exploration of the American criminal justice system, including policing, courts, and 
corrections. 

• Introduction to Psychology (PSY-1010)​
 Overview of psychological principles relevant to human behavior, decision-making, crisis 
response, and public safety professions. 
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
